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Police help move debris to rescue people trapped after the crane collapse in Poipet city yesterday.
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Five people died and five others were seriously injured yesterday when

a crane, carrying concrete slabs at an under-construction huilding,
collapsed on a neighbouring house in Banteay Meanchey province.
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The victims, all women, were sitting on the verandah of the house

when the incident happened at around 3pm in Poipet city, authorities
said.

Local authorities identified the dead victims as Chhean Hong, Choeum
Sok Nak, Yeay Loek, Seng Moykea and Chao Ly. While the injured were
identified as Phal Sodalin, 30, Ka Somamean, 37; Sao Rith, 41 and Kann
Sreydy.

Provincial governor Oum Reatrey visited the scene shortly after the
incident and ordered his officials to temporarily close the construction
site for further investigation.

He said the provincial hall donated $2,500 to each dead victim’s family
while the huilding owner donated $300 to each of them.

Provincial police Chief Major General Ath Khem said the incident
occurred at the construction site in Phsar Kandal commune when the
crane broke off from its base and fell on the house and the women
bhelow.

“Five people were found dead and others sustained injuries,” he said.

Ang Narith, director of the provincial department of Land
Management, Urban Planning and Construction, told Khmer Times
yesterday an investigation was launched to find the reason behind the
collapse.

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“When the crane collapsed, concrete slabs it was carrying dropped on
the people who were outside a neighouring house, resulting in deaths
and injuries,” Narith said. “The construction site has been temporarily

closed pending investigation.”

He said the property is owned by Park City which builds apartments
and condominiums for sale. Authorities are investigating whether any
construction companies were involved with the project.

“The project may involve contractors for different sections. They may
have rented the crane from a separate company,” he said. “Currently,
we don’t have specific information yet, because we have not met the
contactor yet.”

Asked who would be held responsible for the collapse, Narith said: “We
need to investigate first before identifying who is responsible.”

According to the police report, the crane was about 40 metres long, and
used for lifting concrete slabs measuring four-by-four metres and 12
centimetres thick. The report noted that the crane had been carrying
the slabs at a height of 20 metres.

Witnesses said they saw the group of women playing cards under the
roof in front of the house shortly before the nearby construction crane
fell on them.

“The people were just sitting in front of the house, and suddenly, a long
crane collapsed on the house,” villager Kim Eang, 40, said.

“Several rescuers, consisting of police, military police and local
authorities tried to rescue them from the debris, but the five women
were already dead,” he added. “I don’t know the specific reason behind

the collapse but I think it might be because the crane was too old.”

Sok Kin, president of the Building and Wood Workers Trade Union
Federation of Cambodia, yesterday expressed concern over the safety of
construction in Cambodia, following several accidents.

He said the relevant authorities should strictly inspect the safety and
quality of all construction projects rather than wait for an accident to
happen.

“The government and companies should work together to eliminate
such incidents,” he said, adding that besides the Law on Construction,
the Ministry of Land Management also issues other guidelines to ensure
construction safety though enforcement seems ineffective.

“They [company] should strictly inspect the quality of all construction
equipment before using them,” he said. “We need to have high safety

standards to avoid accidents. The inspectors should not be careless
