Memorandum of Understanding
between the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand
and the Government of the Kingdom of Cambodia
on the Survey and Demarcation of Land Boundary

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF THAILAND
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF CAMBODIA;

Desiring to further strengthen the existing bonds of friendship
between the two countries;

Believing that the demarcation of land boundary between the
Kingdom of Thailand and the Kingdom of Cambodia will help prevent
border conflicts arising out of boundary questions and will further strengthen
existing friendly relations between the two countries and facilitate the travel
and cooperation of the peoples along the border;

Recalling the Joint Communiqué of the Prime Ministers of the
Kingdom of Thailand and the Kingdom of Cambodia, dated 13 January 1994,
in which it was agreed to establish the Thai-Cambodian Joint Committee on
Boundary in due course;

Recalling also the Joint Statement on the Establishment of the
Thai-Cambodian Joint Commission on Demarcation for Land Boundary,
dated 21 June 1997, in which it was agreed to establish the Thai-Cambodian
Joint Commission on Demarcation for Land Boundary, entrusted with the
task of placing markers in order to indicate the land boundary between the
two countries;

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

Article 1

The survey and demarcation of land boundary between the
Kingdom of Thailand and the Kingdom of Cambodia shall be jointly
conducted in accordance with the following documents:

(a) Convention between Siam and France modifying the
Stipulations of the Treaty of the 3 October 1893, regarding Territorial
Boundaries and other Arrangements, signed at Paris, 13 February 1904
(La Convention entre le Siam et la France modifiant les stipulations
du Traité du 3 Octobre 1893 concernant les territoires et les autres
Arrangements, signée a Paris, le 13 février 1904);

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(b) Treaty between His Majesty the King of Siam and the
President of the French Republic, signed at Bangkok, 23 March 1907 (Le
Traité entre Sa Majesté le Roi de Siam et Monsieur le Président de la
République Frangaise, signé a Bangkok, le 23 mars 1907) and Protocol
concerning the delimitation of boundaries and annexed to the Treaty of the
23 March 1907 (le Protocole concernant la délimitation des frontiéres et
annexé au Traité du 23 mars 1907); and

(c) Maps which are the results of demarcation works of
the Commissions of Delimitation of the Boundary between Indo-China and
Siam (Commissions de Délimitation de la Frontiere entre I’Indo-Chine et le
Siam) set up under the Convention of 1904 and the Treaty of
1907 between Siam and France, and other documents relating to the
application of the Convention of 1904 and the Treaty of 1907 between
Siam and France.

Article 11

1. There shall be a Thai-Cambodian Joint Commission on
Demarcation for Land Boundary, hereinafter referred to as “the Joint
Boundary Commission”, consisting of two Co-Chairmen and other members
appointed by their respective Governments. The Deputy Minister of Foreign
Affairs of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Adviser to the Royal Government in
charge of State Border Affairs of the Kingdom of Cambodia shall be the
Co-Chairmen. Appointments of other members shall be communicated between
the two Governments within one month after the entry into force
of this Memorandum of Understanding.

2. The Joint Boundary Commission shall hold its meeting
once a year alternately in Thailand and Cambodia. If necessary, the Joint
Boundary Commission may hold a special meeting to discuss urgent
matters within its purview.

3. The terms of reference of the Joint Boundary Commission
shall be as follows:

(a) to be responsible for the joint survey and demarcation
of land boundary in accordance with Article I;

(b) to consider and approve the terms of reference and
master plan for the joint survey and demarcation;

(c) to determine the priority of areas to be surveyed and
demarcated; '

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(d) to assign the survey and demarcation works to the Joint
Technical Sub-Commission as referred to in Article III and to supervise and
monitor the implementation of the assignment;

(e) to consider reports or recommendations submitted by
the Joint Technical Sub-Commission;

(f) to produce maps of the surveyed and demarcated land
boundary; and

(g) to appoint any sub-commission to undertake any particular
task within its purview.

Article 11

1. There shall be a Joint Technical Sub-Commission consisting
of two Co-Chairmen and other members to be appointed by the respective
Co-Chairmen of the Joint Boundary Commission.

2. The terms of reference of the Joint Technical Sub-Commission
shall be as follows:

(a) to identify the exact location of the 73 boundary pillars set
up by the Commissions of Delimitation of the Boundary between Indo-China
and Siam (Commissions de Délimitation de la Frontiére entre 1’Indo-Chine et
le Siam) in the period of 1909 and 1919, and to report its findings to the Joint
Boundary Commission for its consideration;

(b) to prepare the terms of reference and master plan for the
joint survey and demarcation of land boundary;

(c) to appoint joint survey teams to carry out the survey and
demarcation of land boundary as assigned by the Joint Boundary Commission;

(d) to submit reports or recommendations on the survey and
demarcation works to the Joint Boundary Commission;

(e) to prepare maps of the surveyed and demarcated land
boundary;

(f) to designate if necessary authorized representative to

supervise the field works on behalf of the Co-Chairmen of the Joint Technical
Sub-Commission; and

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(g) to appoint any technical working group to assist in any
particular task within its purview.

3. In carrying out the survey and demarcation works in any area,
the joint survey team shall first be assured of its safety from landmines.

Article IV

1. For the purpose of survey and demarcation works, the entire
stretch of the common land boundary shall be divided into sectors to be
agreed upon by the Joint Technical Sub-Commission.

2. On completion of the survey and demarcation of each sector,
a Memorandum of Understanding shall be signed by the Co-Chairmen of the
Joint Boundary Commission. A map showing the completed sector shall also
be signed and attached to the said Memorandum of Understanding.

Article V

To facilitate the effective survey along the entire stretch of
the common land boundary, authorities of either Government and their
agents shall not carry out any work resulting in changes of environment
of the frontier zone, except that which is carried out by the Joint Technical
Sub-Commission in the interest of the survey and demarcation.

Article VI

1. Each Government shall be responsible for its own expenses
for the survey and demarcation works.

2. The costs of materials for the boundary pillars or markers
and the preparation and production of maps of the surveyed and demarcated land
boundary shall be borne equally by both Governments.
Article VII
1. Both Governments shall make the necessary arrangements
regarding immigration, quarantine and customs clearance to facilitate the

execution of the survey and demarcation works.

2. In particular, the equipment, materials and supplies, in
reasonable quantities and for the exclusive use of the joint survey teams

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in the survey and demarcation of the land boundary, although brought
across the border, shall not be considered as exports from one country
or imports into another country and shall not be liable to customs duties
or taxes pertaining to export or import of goods.

Article VIII

Any dispute arising out of the interpretation or application of this
Memorandum of Understanding shall be settled peacefully by consultation
and negotiation.

Article IX

This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force
on the date of its signature by the duly authorized representatives of the
Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the
Kingdom of Cambodia.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, being duly
authorized thereto by their respective Governments, have signed this
Memorandum of Understanding.

DONE in duplicate at Phnom Penh on 14 June 2000 in the
Thai, Khmer and English languages, all texts being equally authentic.
In case of any divergence of interpretation, the English text shall prevail.

MEMORANDUM D’ACCORD ENTRE LE GOUVERNEMENT DU ROYAUME DE
THATLANDE ET LE GOUVERNEMENT DU ROYAUME DU CAMBODGE SUR
LE LEVE ET LA DEMARCATION DE LA FRONTIERE TERRESTRE

Le Gouvernement du Royaume de Thailande et le Gouvernement du Royaume du Cambodge,
Désireux de renforcer davantage les relations d’amitié existant entre les deux pays,

Estimant que la démarcation de la frontiére terrestre entre le Royaume de Thailande et le
Royaume du Cambodge contribuera a éviter les conflits frontaliers résultant de questions fronta-
lieres, tout en renforcant les relations d’amitié qui existent entre les deux pays et en facilitant le
déplacement et la coopération des peuples le long de la frontiere,

Rappelant le Communiqué conjoint des Premiers ministres du Royaume de Thailande et du
Royaume du Cambodge, daté du 13 janvier 1994, convenant d’instaurer le Comité conjoint
thailando-cambodgien sur la frontiére en temps opportun,

Rappelant aussi la Déclaration conjointe sur I’instauration de la Commission conjointe
thailando-cambodgienne sur la démarcation de la frontiere terrestre, en date du 21 juin 1997, con-
venant de mettre sur pied la Commission conjointe thailando-cambodgienne sur la démarcation de
la frontiére terrestre, chargée de placer des bornes pour indiquer la frontiere terrestre entre les deux
pays,

Sont convenus de ce qui suit :

Article premier

Le levé et la démarcation de la frontiere terrestre entre le Royaume de Thailande et le
Royaume du Cambodge seront effectués conjointement, conformément aux documents suivants :

a) La Convention entre le Siam et la France modifiant les stipulations du Traité du 3 octobre
1893 concernant les territoires et les autres Arrangements, signée a Paris le 13 février 1904;

b) Le Traité entre Sa Majesté le Roi de Siam et Monsieur le Président de la République
frangaise, signé a Bangkok, le 23 mars 1907 et le Protocole concernant la délimitation des fron-
tiéres et annexé au Traité du 23 mars 1907; et

c) Les cartes qui résultent des travaux de démarcation des Commissions de Délimitation de
la Frontiére entre I’Indo-Chine et le Siam, établies au titre de la Convention de 1904 et du Traité
de 1907 entre le Siam et la France, et d’autres documents relatifs a I’application de la Convention
de 1904 et du Traité de 1907 entre le Siam et la France.

Article 11

1. Une Commission conjointe thailando-cambodgienne sur la démarcation de la frontiere
terrestre sera établie, ci-aprés dénommée « Commission conjointe sur la frontiére », et sera compo-
sée de deux co-présidents et d’autres membres désignés par leurs Gouvernements respectifs. Le
Vice-Ministre des affaires étrangeres du Royaume de Thailande et le Conseiller du Gouvernement
royal chargé des affaires frontalieres du Royaume du Cambodge seront les co-présidents. Les deux
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Gouvernements se communiqueront les désignations des autres membres dans un délai d’un mois
apres I’entrée en vigueur du présent Mémorandum d’accord.

2. La Commission conjointe sur la frontiere se réunira une fois par an, en alternance en
Thailande et au Cambodge. Au besoin, la Commission conjointe sur la frontiére peut tenir une réu-
nion spéciale pour aborder des questions urgentes de son ressort.

3. Le mandat de la Commission conjointe sur la frontiére sera le suivant :

a) Etre responsable du levé et de la démarcation conjoints de la frontiére terrestre confor-
mément a I’article premier;

b) Examiner et approuver le mandat et le plan-cadre des travaux conjoints de levé et de dé-
marcation;

¢) Déterminer la priorité des zones dont il faut faire le levé et la démarcation;

d) Confier les travaux de levé et de démarcation a la Sous-Commission technique conjointe
comme indiqué a I’article 111, et superviser et surveiller leur mise en ceuvre;

e) Examiner les rapports ou les recommandations présentés par la Sous-Commission tech-
nique conjointe;

f) Produire des cartes de la frontiere terrestre dont le levé et la démarcation sont terminés; et

g) Désigner toute Sous-Commission pour entreprendre une tache spécifique de son ressort.

Article 111

1. Une Sous-Commission technique conjointe sera établie et composée de deux co-
présidents et d’autres membres désignés par les co-présidents respectifs de la Commission con-
jointe sur la frontiere.

2. La Sous-Commission technique conjointe aura le mandat suivant :

a) Identifier ’emplacement exact des 73 poteaux-frontiere mis en place par les Commissions
de délimitation de la frontiére entre I’Indo-Chine et le Siam, au cours de la période de 1909 a
1919, et rapporter ses observations a la Commission conjointe sur la frontiére pour examen;

b) Préparer le mandat et le plan-cadre pour le levé et la démarcation conjoints de la frontiere
terrestre;

c) Désigner des équipes de relevé conjointes pour procéder au levé et a la démarcation de la
frontiere terrestre, comme demandé par la Commission conjointe sur la frontiere;

d) Présenter des rapports ou des recommandations sur les travaux de levé et de démarcation
a la Commission conjointe sur la frontiére;

e) Préparer des cartes de la frontiére terrestre dont le levé et la démarcation sont terminés;

f) Désigner au besoin un représentant autorisé pour superviser les travaux sur le terrain au
nom des co-présidents de la Sous-Commission technique conjointe; et

g) Désigner tout groupe de travail technique pour préter assistance dans une tache spécifique
de son ressort.

3. Pour procéder aux travaux de levé et de démarcation dans toute région, I’équipe conjointe
de relevé s’assurera d’abord de sa sécurité en matiere de mines antipersonnel.
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Article IV

1. Aux fins des travaux de levé et de démarcation, toute la longueur de la frontiére terrestre
commune sera divisée en secteurs a convenir par la Sous-Commission technique conjointe.

2. Une fois terminés le levé et la démarcation de chaque secteur, les co-présidents de la
Commission conjointe sur la frontiere signeront un Mémorandum d’accord. Une carte reprenant le
secteur achevé sera également signée et annexée audit Mémorandum d’accord.

Article V

Pour faciliter le levé effectif sur toute la longueur de la frontiere terrestre commune, les autori-
tés de chacun des Gouvernements et leurs agents n’effectueront pas de travaux se traduisant par
des changements de I’environnement de la zone frontali¢re, a I’exception de ceux effectués par la
Sous-Commission technique conjointe pour les besoins du levé et de la démarcation.

Article VI

1. Chaque Gouvernement prendra en charge ses propres dépenses pour les travaux de levé et
de démarcation.

2. Les colts des matériaux pour les poteaux ou les bornes de la frontiere, ainsi que la prépa-
ration et la production de cartes de la frontiere terrestre dont le levé et la démarcation sont termi-
nés seront pris en charge a parts égales par les deux Gouvernements.

Article VII

1. Les deux Gouvernements prendront les arrangements nécessaires en matiére
d’immigration, de quarantaine et de dédouanement, pour faciliter I’exécution des travaux de levé et
de démarcation.

2. Plus particulierement, I’équipement, les matériaux et les fournitures, en quantités raison-
nables et a I’'usage exclusif des équipes conjointes de levé pour le levé et la démarcation de la fron-
tiere terrestre, méme s’ils sont transportés au-dela de la frontiere, ne seront pas considérés comme
des exportations d’un pays ou des importations dans un autre pays, et ne seront pas soumis aux
droits de douane ni aux taxes afférentes a I’exportation ou a I’importation de marchandises.

Article VIII

Tout différend survenant au sujet de I’interprétation ou de la mise en ceuvre du présent Mémo-
randum d’accord sera réglé a I’amiable par voie de consultation et de négociation.

Article IX
Le présent Mémorandum d’accord entrera en vigueur le jour de sa signature par les représen-

tants diment autorisés du Gouvernement du Royaume de Thailande et du Gouvernement du
Royaume du Cambodge.
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EN FOI DE QUOI, les soussignés, a ce diment autorisés par leurs Gouvernements respectifs,
ont signé le présent Mémorandum d’accord.

Statement by the Royal Government of Cambodia

The Royal Government of Cambodia (RGC) has consistently pursued a
foreign policy rooted in peace, friendship, and cooperation among nations,
particularly with our neighboring countries, with whom we share borders shaped
during the French colonial period.

Since gaining independence, with the exception of the genocidal regime of
the Khmers Rouges, Cambodia has remained steadfast in its commitment to
transforming these shared borders into zones of peace, friendship, cooperation
and development. While the journey has not been without challenges, Cambodia
has prioritized the peaceful settlement of border issues, even in the face of
occasional tensions and regrettable loss of life among our courageous soldiers
who stand in defense of national sovereignty and territorial integrity.

The RGC's unwavering dedication to peaceful resolution is evident in its
historical conduct, including the referral of disputes to the International Court of
Justice (ICJ), which ruled in Cambodia’s favor in 1962 and again in 2013 in our
border disputes with Thailand. These actions reflect our deep commitment to
international law and the peaceful resolution of conflicts.

Regrettably, in the early hours of 28 May 2025, at approximately 05:30 a.m.,
an armed incident occurred when Thai military forces opened fire on a
Cambodian army position in Techo Morokot Village, Morokot Commune,
Choam Khsan District, Preah Vihear Province — an area _long recognized as a

Cambodian soldier.
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The RGC has lodged a formal protest against this unprovoked use of force,
which constitutes a serious violation of Cambodia’s sovereignty, territorial
integrity, and the principles of good neighborliness as enshrined in the 2000
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between our two nations.

This incident is among several concerning developments that underscore
the limitations of current dispute resolution mechanisms in addressing
longstanding points of contention along our shared border. In light of this, and
in the interest of securing a fair, impartial, and sustainable solution, on 02 June,
2025, the RGC has decided to refer the dispute over four sensitive areas — Mom
Bei, Ta Moan Thom Temple, Ta Moan Tauch Temple, and Ta Krabei Temple —
to the International Court of Justice in The Hague. These four areas have long
remained unresolved and sensitive, with the potential to escalate tensions if left
unaddressed.

This decision received unanimous support from the First Joint Congress of
the National Assembly and Senate, the same day.

While pursuing legal resolution at the ICJ, the RGC remains committed to
dialogue and diplomacy. Cambodia will continue to engage through existing
bilateral frameworks and will host the next meeting of the Joint Commission on
Demarcation for Land Boundary (JBC) on 14 June 2025 in Phnom Penh. However,
given the referral to the ICJ, the four aforementioned areas will not be included
on the agenda of the upcoming JBC session.

Cambodia expresses its hope that Thailand will cooperate in jointly referring
this case to the ICJ, in the spirit of fairness, trust-building, long-term friendship
and good neighborliness. Nevertheless, should cooperation not be forthcoming,
Cambodia stands prepared to proceed independently.

The Royal Government urges all Cambodians to approach this issue with
calm and restraint, and to refrain from turning it into a matter of ethnic or
nationalist sentiment. We emphasize the importance of maintaining normal
relations with Thailand, especially in trade, tourism, and broader areas of
cooperation, for the mutual benefit of our peoples.

Letter dated 16 June 2025 from the Permanent Representative
of Cambodia to the United Nations addressed to the
Secretary-General

On instructions from my Government, I have the honour to inform you that, on
15 June 2025, the Royal Government of Cambodia submitted a letter to the Registrar
of the International Court of Justice, expressing its intention to file an application
concerning the ongoing and unresolved border issues between the Kingdom of
Cambodia and the Kingdom of Thailand, in accordance with the Court’s established
procedures (see annex).

Despite the existence of the Franco-Siamese treaties of 1904 and 1907, as well
as the maps prepared by the Commission of Delimitation between Indo-China and
Siam in accordance with the two treaties, the border disputes between Cambodia and
Thailand have persisted for decades. While the International Court of Justice rendered
judgments in 1962 and again in 2013 — both affirming Cambodia’s sovereignty over
the Temple of Preah Vihear and its surrounding promontory — tensions remain in other
contested areas, including Mom Bei, Tamone Thom Temple, Tamone Touch Temple
and Ta Krabey Temple.

Most recently, on 28 May 2025, a serious armed confrontation occurred in the
Mom Bei area when Thai military forces opened fire on a Cambodian army unit
stationed inside our sovereign territory, resulting in the tragic loss of a Cambodian
soldier. In the aftermath, thousands of heavily armed troops were deployed on both
sides of the border, raising the spectre of a renewed large-scale conflict reminiscent
of the hostilities between 2008 and 2011. Such an escalation poses a grave threat not
only to our two nations but also to peace, security and stability in the broader region.

The Kingdom of Cambodia has consistently advocated for the peaceful
resolution of disputes through dialogue and in accordance with international law,
while always striving to promote mutual respect and understanding with Thailand.
However, repeated attempts at bilateral negotiations have failed, hindered by a lack
of political will from the Thai authorities, their persistent reliance on a unilaterally
drawn map, and actions that encroach upon Cambodian sovereignty. The recent threat
by the Commander of Thai Military Region 2 to resolve the dispute by force
exemplifies this pattern of unfriendly behaviour. Another deeply worrying
development is the widespread rise of extreme nationalist sentiment, fuelled largely

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by irresponsible remarks from the Thai army and certain political figures, risking the
incitement of ethnic hatred or even ethnic conflict.

In the light of the seriousness and urgency of the current situation, and in
keeping with our utmost commitment to preventing the current rising tension from
spiralling into an armed conflict that endangers civilian lives, the Royal Government
of Cambodia finds itself with no alternative but to seek recourse through the
International Court of Justice, requesting adjudication of the long-standing border
disputes concerning the aforementioned four sites. We firmly believe that peace can
only endure when it is built on the solid foundation of justice, impartiality and respect
for international law, so that our two peoples can live side by side as good neighbours
for generations to come.

In this regard, I should be grateful if you would circulate the present letter and
its annex as a document of the seventy-ninth session of the General Assembly under
agenda item 32, prevention of armed conflict.

The recurring border problems that Cambodia faces with Thailand, the dialogue
of the deaf that characterizes the meetings of the Joint Commission on the
Demarcation of Land Boundary that brings our two countries together to discuss these
issues, and the recent tension that resulted in the death of a Cambodian soldier, lead
me to inform you of the Royal Government of Cambodia’s imminent intention to file,
in accordance with the required procedures, an application with the International
Court of Justice.

The long-standing border disputes between the Kingdom of Cambodia and the
Kingdom of Thailand have persisted for many decades, despite the existence of the
Franco-Siamese treaties of 1904 and 1907, as well as the maps prepared by the
Commission of Delimitation between Indo-China and Siam established pursuant to
those international instruments.

Although the Court rendered two judgments in 1962 and 2013 confirming
Cambodia’s sovereignty over the Temple of Preah Vihear and its promontory, tensions
persist in other border regions, notably in the areas of MOM BEI, TAMONE TOUCH
Temple, TAMONE THOM Temple, and TA KRABEY Temple. More recently, on
28 May 2025, a serious armed confrontation erupted once again in the MOM BEI
region when Thai military forces opened fire on a Cambodian army position, resulting
in the death of a Cambodian soldier. Following this incident, several thousand heavily
armed soldiers were deployed on both sides of the border between the Kingdom of
Cambodia and the Kingdom of Thailand. This military escalation poses a real risk of
triggering a large-scale conflict, similar to the one that opposed the two countries
between 2008 and 2011, with potentially serious consequences for both nations as
well as for peace, security, and stability throughout the region.

The Kingdom of Cambodia has consistently favoured peaceful means to resolve
this dispute, placing emphasis on bilateral dialogue with Thailand, in accordance with
international law and based on mutual respect. Despite these repeated efforts, the
bilateral process remains at an impasse due to a clear lack of political will on the part
of the Thai authorities and, above all, due to their unilateral presentation of the border
line and repeated actions that infringe upon Cambodia’s sovereignty.

Given the urgency and gravity of this situation, I wish to inform you of our
intention to submit an application to the International Court of Justice in the near
future.

We are currently consulting the best experts on recourse to your jurisdiction.

Please accept, Mr. Registrar, the assurances of my highest consideration.

At the same time, Cambodia will
resolutely safeguard its sovereignty and territorial integrity — rights guaranteed to all
sovereign States under international law and the Charter — and expects its neighbour
to act in the same spirit of mutual respect and peaceful coexistence.

Cambodia, therefore, calls upon Thailand to comply in good faith with its treaty
obligations, including the memorandum of understanding of 2000, to cease all
unilateral actions on the ground and to engage constructively in the peaceful
settlement of disputes, including through the recognized international legal
mechanism of the International Court of Justice.

Statement of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation of
the Kingdom of Cambodia

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation of the Kingdom
of Cambodia wishes to address recent developments and reaffirm Cambodia’s
principled position regarding the ongoing border issues with the Kingdom of
Thailand, as follows:

1. On 28 May 2025, at approximately 5:30 am., Thai armed forces
unlawfully entered Cambodian territory and opened fire on a Cambodian military post
in Techo Morokot Village, Morokot Commune, Cham Khsan District, Preah Vihear
Province. This unprovoked act resulted in the tragic loss of a Cambodian soldier’s
life. The following day, the Royal Government of Cambodia issued an official protest,
firmly condemning this grave violation of Cambodia’s sovereignty and territorial
integrity, an act in clear contravention of the United Nations Charter, the ASEAN
Charter, and the core principles of international law. Cambodia has called for an
independent and impartial investigation into the incident and demands accountability
and justice for its fallen soldier.

2. Inthe face of this unjustified use of force, Cambodia has exercised utmost
restraint and has taken responsible measures to de-escalate tensions, including
sustained communication and engagement at various levels of government and
military. Regrettably, the situation has deteriorated further, with increased military
deployments on the Thai side prompting necessary defensive measures by Cambodia
to prevent further encroachments. Unilateral actions by Thailand — including the
closure of border checkpoints without prior consultation, the digging of trenches in
sensitive areas, and threats to disrupt essential services, such as cutting internet
connection, electricity and oil supply — have significantly heightened tensions.
Compounding these challenges is the prolonged paralysis of the Joint Commission on
Demarcation of Land Boundary (JBC) due to the absence of response from the Thai
side to Cambodia’s repeated invitations for dialogue, Thailand’s insistence on using
a unilaterally drawn map contrarily to the letter and spirit of the Memorandum of
Understanding on the Survey and Demarcation of Land Boundary, signed in 2000
(MOU-2000) which clearly provides for the use of maps produced by the Commission
of Delimitation of the Boundary between Indo-China and Siam for border
demarcation between the two countries, and recent statements by the Thai military
alluding to the use of force to solve disputed areas claims. Furthermore, the current
tension over several areas along the border could become a repetition of what
happened between 2008-2011 and earlier. These circumstances have led Cambodia to
conclude that the bilateral mechanism is no longer viable for resolving certain
longstanding disputes.

3. In light of the seriousness of the situation and driven by our steadfast
commitment to preventing any escalation into open conflict that would endanger
civilian lives, Cambodia has decided to refer the dispute over four long-unresolved
areas — namely Tamone Thom Temple, Tamone Touch Temple, Ta Krabey Temple,
and the Mom Bei area — to the International Court of Justice (ICJ). Cambodia firmly
believes that recourse to this impartial legal mechanism is the most effective and
peaceful path toward a just and lasting resolution.

4. On 6 June 2025, the Cambodian Minister of Foreign Affairs and
International Cooperation formally extended an invitation to his Thai counterpart to
jointly submit the case to the ICJ. This invitation was reiterated during the
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Cambodian-Thai JBC meeting held in Phnom Penh from 14 to 15 June 2025. To date,
no official response has been received from the Thai side.

5. Cambodia’s decision to refer the dispute to the ICJ is fully consistent with
the UN Charter and international law. It is grounded in a solid legal foundation: the
areas in question lie entirely within Cambodian territory as defined by the
Franco-Siamese Convention of 1904 and Treaty of 1907, and as reflected in the maps
prepared by the Franco-Siamese Mixed Commission. These maps, jointly acknowledged
and endorsed by both countries, were reaffirmed in the MOU-2000 as the basis for
border demarcation.

6. Cambodia’s recourse to the ICJ, the principal judicial organ of the United
Nations, should not be misconstrued as a hostile or provocative act. Rather, it is a
peaceful, responsible, and lawful measure that reflects Cambodia’s unwavering
commitment to international law and the rules-based international order. Other
ASEAN members, including Malaysia and Indonesia (2002), and Malaysia and
Singapore (2008), have likewise turned to the ICJ to resolve territorial disputes with
success and mutual respect. Cambodia remains open to the existing bilateral
mechanisms for resolving the remaining sections of the border in accordance of
international law, with the exception of the four disputed areas.

7. Cambodia once again urges the Kingdom of Thailand to demonstrate good
faith by accepting the jurisdiction of the ICJ in this matter. Such a step would uphold
its international obligations under the UN Charter and reflect a sincere commitment
to achieving a just, fair, and peaceful resolution — one that would contribute to long-
term peace and stability for both nations and the region at large.

8. Cambodia reaffirms its unwavering commitment to the peaceful settlement
of disputes based on international law and the principles enshrined in the UN Charter.
Cambodia aspires to transform the shared border into a zone of peace, stability,
cooperation, and development for the mutual benefit of both peoples. At the same
time, Cambodia will resolutely safeguard its sovereignty and territorial integrity —
rights guaranteed to all sovereign states under international law — and expects its
neighbour to act in the same spirit of mutual respect and peaceful coexistence.

Statement of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation of
the Kingdom of Cambodia

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation of the Kingdom
of Cambodia has taken note of the recent misleading statement issued by the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the Kingdom of Thailand regarding the Cambodian-Thai border
disputes and the Memorandum of Understanding on the Survey and Demarcation of
Land Boundary (MoU 2000), signed on 14 June 2000 by the two countries. In this
regard, the Ministry wishes to provide the following clarification:

1. Cambodia reaffirms its unwavering commitment to the peaceful settlement
of border disputes, in strict conformity with international law, including the
UN Charter, the ASEAN Charter, and the MoU 2000. Cambodia’s conduct in this
matter is grounded in its good faith adherence to treaty obligations and the principles
of sovereign equality and peaceful dispute resolution as enshrined in the UN Charter.

2. Itmust be underscored that Thailand has repeatedly failed to fulfill its core
obligations under the MoU 2000, in particular Article 1, which explicitly affirms that
the maps produced by the Franco-Siamese Commissions of Delimitation of the
Boundary between Indochina and Siam shall serve as the basis for the boundary
demarcation process. Contrary to this binding commitment, Thailand has persistently
imposed and applied unilaterally drawn maps to assert territorial claims and to carry
out encroachments into Cambodian territory. These actions constitute a material
breach of international law and the MoU 2000, which remains legally binding on both
States.

3. Cambodia’s decision to refer the matter to the International Court of
Justice (ICJ) is a measured, rule-based, and peaceful response to Thailand’s continued
violations of the MoU 2000, the use of armed forces, acts of provocation and its
demonstrated unwillingness to respect the mutually agreed framework for joint
demarcation. The ICJ, as the principal judicial organ of the United Nations, is a
recognized and legitimate forum for adjudicating international legal disputes,
including boundary matters — particularly where bilateral mechanisms have stalled
due to persistent violations of the MoU 2000 by one party.

4. Cambodia therefore calls upon Thailand to comply in good faith with its
treaty obligations, including the MoU 2000, to cease all unilateral actions on the
ground, and to engage constructively in the peaceful settlement of disputes, including
through the recognized international legal mechanism of the ICJ.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation of the Kingdom
of Cambodia firmly rejects the statement issued by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
the Kingdom of Thailand on 20 July 2025, entitled “Protest Against the Use of
Anti-Personnel Mines”, which accuses Cambodia of laying new anti-personnel mines
in violations of the Convention on the Prohibition of Anti-Personnel Mines (Ottawa
Convention), resulting in the recent injury of Thai soldiers.

The Royal Government of Cambodia categorically denies these baseless and
unfounded allegations. As a State Party fully committed to the letters and spirit of the
Ottawa Convention, Cambodia strongly refutes any suggestion that it has violated its
obligations under the Convention. Cambodia’s consistent efforts and achievements in
mine actions have been widely recognized by the international community, including
for its significant progress in clearing explosive remnants of war on its own territory
and for its contributions to United Nations demining operations in other post-conflict
states.

The Ministry has to reiterate the fact that the incident in question occurred in
Techo Morakot Village, Choam Ksan District, Preah Vihear Province, an area that lies
well within Cambodia’s internationally recognized territory. This territory is defined
by the 1:200 000-scale maps produced by the Franco-Siamese Mixed Commission,
pursuant to the 1904 Convention and the 1907 Treaty. These maps have long been
recognized by both governments of Cambodia and Thailand as the authoritative basis
for boundary demarcation of the two countries. They were also the reference maps
for the International Court of Justice in its 1962 judgment and 2013 interpretation
concerning the Temple of Preah Vihear.

It is deeply regrettable that Thai military personnel entered this area in violation
of the 2000 Memorandum of Understanding, which clearly provides for joint
boundary demarcation and prohibits unilateral activities in the undemarcated areas.
Despite Cambodia’s warnings regarding the dangers posed by unexploded landmines —
relics of decades of armed conflict — Thai troops deviated from the patrol routes
previously coordinated between the two countries and created a new path through
Cambodian territory. This irresponsible action violated bilateral understandings,
violated the territory under Cambodia’s sovereignty, endangered lives, and eroded
mutual trust. This is not to mention the illegitimate and illegal intention as announced
by Thai military to impose rules for the entry of tourists and pilgrims into Tamone
Thom temple, by claiming Thai sovereignty over the temple areas.

Despite clear and undeniable facts, Thailand continues to issue reckless and
misleading statements, falsely claiming it has cleared landmines in the area where
Thai soldiers were injured by a landmine explosion. In reality, Cambodian troops
remain stationed in the area, and no demining activity, as claimed by Thailand, has
taken place, as the area lies within Cambodian territory. Rather than acknowledging
the truth and accepting responsibility, Thailand persists in disseminating false
information to both the public and the international community. Cambodia urges
Thailand to immediately cease such actions and take appropriate steps to rectify its
misrepresentations.

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The above incidents clearly illustrate the necessity for both countries to urgently
pursue a peaceful, legally binding resolution through the appropriate international
mechanisms. Cambodia, therefore, reiterates its long-standing position that the
International Court of Justice — the principal judicial organ of the United Nations — is
the most credible and impartial forum for resolving the remaining boundary disputes
between the two countries. Cambodia urges Thailand to accept the jurisdiction of the

I am writing to bring to your urgent attention, as well as that of the other
members of the United Nations Security Council, the recent armed aggression against
Cambodia by Thai military forces at the border between the Kingdom of Cambodia
and the Kingdom of Thailand, as follows:

Since the early morning of 24 July 2025, Thai armed forces launched unprovoked,
premeditated and deliberate attacks on Cambodian positions along the border areas,
including Tamone Thom Temple, Ta Krabey Temple and Mom Bei, in the provinces
of Preah Vihear and Oddar Meanchey.

Cambodia condemns in the strongest terms and expresses its profound
indignation over the unprovoked and premeditated military aggression by the
Kingdom of Thailand’s armed forces. This military attack flagrantly violated the
principle of non-aggression and peaceful resolution of disputes — both of which are
fundamental principles of international law, including the fundamental principle
enshrined in the Charter of the United Nations and the Charter of the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), prohibiting the threat or use of force against the
territorial integrity of any State, as well as a total disregard of the spirit of good
neighbourliness that Cambodia has consistently strived to uphold up to now.

Facing this flagrant aggression, Cambodian troops had no option but to respond
in self-defence in order to safeguard Cambodia’s sovereignty and territorial integrity.
Cambodia calls on Thailand to immediately cease all hostilities, withdraw its forces
to its side of the border, and refrain from any further provocative actions that could
escalate the situation.

Allow me to recall that border tensions and armed hostilities continue to persist
between Cambodia and Thailand, despite the existence of the Franco-Siamese
Convention of 1904 and Treaty of 1907, as well as the maps produced by the
Commission of Delimitation of the boundary between Indo-China and Siam set up
under these two international instruments, and the Memorandum of Understanding on
the Survey and Demarcation of Land Boundary (MOU-2000) in which both sides
commit to jointly demarcate the land boundary between the two countries based on
these legal documents.

As in earlier cases, the current border hostilities between the two countries stem
from Thailand’s insistence on claiming sovereignty over the border areas, using its
unilaterally drawn map that lacks any legal basis, and contrarily to its commitment
under the MOU-2000. As a pretext for the current armed aggression, Thailand also
made baseless and unfounded allegations against Cambodia over the landmine
explosion after Thai personnel deviated from the patrol routes previously coordinated
between the two countries and created a new path through Cambodian territories,
known to be officially documented mine-fields.

It is profoundly reprehensible that this act of aggression occurs while Cambodia
is actively pursuing peaceful and impartial legal avenues to resolve outstanding
border issues with Thailand through both bilateral and international mechanisms. As
the international community is aware, the Royal Government of Cambodia decided
on 2 June 2025 to refer to the International Court of Justice for adjudication on four
disputed border areas — Mom Bei, Tamone Thom Temple, Tamone Touch Temple and
Ta Krabey Temple. This military escalation by Thailand takes place in spite of
regional and international appeals for restraint and peaceful solutions and Cambodia’s

e The 1999 Second Protocol to the 1954 Hague Convention, aimed at strengthening
protection and accountability for cultural heritage

e The 1972 UNESCO Convention Concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and
Natural Heritage

As a State Party to these conventions, Thailand is legally obligated to respect, protect, and preserve
cultural heritage, and to refrain from any military use, attack, or other actions that could endanger
the Outstanding Universal Value of heritage sites. Deliberate targeting and destruction of cultural
property, as well as violations of international law, may constitute war crimes.

Thailand’s aggressive actions not only endanger sites that form part of the shared heritage of
humanity, but also reflect a blatant disregard for its international legal obligations.

The destruction of Preah Vihear Temple is both a cultural disaster and a moral tragedy, with far-
reaching consequences for global heritage and the national identity of the Cambodian people. The
Ministry of Culture and Fine Arts of Cambodia therefore strongly condemns these actions and
demands the immediate cessation of all shelling and military activity directed at Preah Vihear
Temple and its protected area.
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The Ministry will conduct a detailed damage assessment, compile supporting documentation in
accordance with international procedures, and pursue justice and compensation under applicable
international law. It will also enhance cooperation with relevant national and international bodies
to implement the protective measures outlined in the Second Protocol to the 1954 Hague
Convention.

The National Authority for Preah Vihear expresses its strongest condemnation of the
aggression carried out by the armed forces of the Kingdom of Thailand on July 24-25, 2025.
This aggression caused significant damage to the physical structure of the World Heritage
Site of Preah Vihear Temple and its surroundings, which are precious historical and cultural
heritage of the Cambodian people and hold outstanding universal value for humanity.

The indiscriminate attacks, involving artillery shelling and the dropping of bombs by F-16
fighter jets, represent grave and unacceptable violations of the 1954 Hague Convention for
the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event of Armed Conflict, the 1999 Second Protocol
to the 1954 Hague Convention aimed at strengthening protection of and accountability for
cultural heritage, and the 1972 UNESCO Convention Concerning the Protection of the World
Cultural and Natural Heritage, to which Thailand is a State Party.

Thailand is a state member of the International Coordinating Committee for the
Conservation and Enhancement of Preah Vihear Temple ( ICC-Preah Vihear ), established by
UNESCO Executive Board Decision 195 EX/32 in 2014. This committee includes China and
India as co-chairs, along with other member states such as Belgium, France, Japan, the
Republic of Korea, and the United States, all of whom have the role and responsibility to
contribute to the conservation and enhancement of the Preah Vihear Temple World Heritage
Site.

In this regard, the National Authority for Preah Vihear expresses regret that Thailand has
not fulfilled its obligations under international laws and conventions as a UNESCO member
and as part of the World Heritage Committee. Instead, Thailand has directly engaged in
serious destructive actions against this World Heritage property, causing the displacement
of thousands of families and significant harm to civilians.

The Governments of Malaysia, Cambodia, and Thailand issue this Joint Press
Release following the Special Meeting chaired, hosted, and witnessed by Prime
Minister Dato’ Seri Anwar Ibrahim in Putrajaya, Malaysia and participated by
Cambodia’s Prime Minister Samdech Moha Borvor Thipadei HUN Manet and
Thailand’s Acting Prime Minister Phumtham Wechayachai, and co-organised by the
United States of America with the active participation of the People’s Republic of
China, to promote a peaceful resolution to the ongoing situation.

PM Hun Manet and Acting PM Phumtham Wechayachai have expressed their
positions and willingness for immediate ceasefire and return to normalcy.

The United States’ President Donald J. Trump has been in contact with the leaders of
both countries urging the leaders to find peaceful solution to the situation.

The Chinese side has kept close contact with Cambodia, Thailand, Malaysia, and
relevant countries, to actively promote dialogue, ceasefire, and restoring peace.

The presence and collaboration of all parties underscore a shared commitment to
peace, dialogue, and regional stability.

Both Cambodia and Thailand reached a common understanding, as follows:

i an immediate and unconditional ceasefire, with effect from 24:00 hours
(local time) on 28 July 2025. This is a vital first step towards de-escalation
and the restoration of peace and security;

ii. to convene informal meeting of regional commanders (Regional Military 1
and 2 on the Thai side and Regional Military 4 and 5 of the Cambodian side)
at 07:00 hours on 29 July 2025, and followed by meeting with the Defence
Attaches led by the Chair of ASEAN, if both sides agreed; and

iii. to convene a meeting of the General Border Committee (GBC) on 4 August
2025, to be hosted by Cambodia.

As the current Chair of ASEAN, Malaysia stands ready to coordinate an observer team
to verify and ensure the implementation of the ceasefire. Malaysia will also consult
with fellow ASEAN Member States to participate in the observation effort, reflecting a
regional commitment to supporting peace on the ground.

Both sides also agreed to resume direct communications between both Prime
Ministers, Foreign Ministers, and Defence Ministers.

The Foreign Ministers and Defence Ministers of Malaysia, Cambodia, and Thailand
have been instructed to develop a detailed mechanism for the implementation,
verification, and reporting of the ceasefire. This mechanism will serve as a foundation
for sustained peace and accountability.

The Meeting reaffirms the shared resolve of Malaysia, Cambodia, and Thailand to
uphold the principles of international law, peaceful co-existence, and multilateral
cooperation in the pursuit of a just and lasting resolution to the situation.

The Kingdom of Cambodia is a peace-loving nation with a long history of resilience, having endured
decades of conflict and striving tirelessly to secure lasting peace, stability, and regional harmony. In
the spirit of mutual respect and peaceful coexistence, Cambodia has fully adhered to the recent
Ceasefire Agreement with the Kingdom of Thailand, reaffirming its commitment to finding and
building peace through dialogue and cooperation. Cambodia highly values the efforts of the
international community and expresses its profound appreciation for the Joint Press Release issued
by the Governments of Malaysia, Cambodia, and Thailand, following the Special Meeting chaired,
hosted, and witnessed by Prime Minister Dato' Seri Anwar Ibrahim in Putrajaya, Malaysia. Under
the significant initiative of President Donald J. Trump, this important initiative attended by
Cambodia's Prime Minister Samdech Moha Borvor Thipadei HUN Manet, Thailand's Acting Prime
Minister Phumtham Wechayachai, and co-organised by the United States of America with the active
participation of the People’s Republic of China, demonstrates a shared resolve to pursue a peaceful
resolution to the ongoing situation through diplomatic means, international law, and regional
solidarity.

The Cambodian Human Rights Committee (CHRC) urgently brings to your esteemed attention a
deeply disturbing and unlawful act committed by the Royal Thai Armed Forces in gross violation of
international humanitarian law, human rights law, and universally accepted principles of justice and
human dignity.

Following a mutually agreed-upon ceasefire between Cambodia and Thailand in the recent armed
hostilities near the Preah Vihear Temple and adjacent border regions, Thai military forces
unlawfully detained twenty (20) healthy and fully-capable Cambodian soldiers under false
pretenses. This act occurred after the ceasefire was in effect, and thus constitutes a grave breach of
trust and of international law governing armed conflict.

On 1 August 2025, the Thai military returned only two (2) of the twenty Cambodian soldiers.
Tragically, both returned soldiers were found to be in severely deteriorated physical and mental
condition:

These facts strongly indicate a serious violation regarding captured Cambodian soldiers, their rights,
and a pattern of torture, ill-treatment, and denial of medical care and communication, all of
which are in direct violation of multiple international legal instruments, including but not limited to:

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Agreed Minutes of the Extraordinary General Border Committee (GBC) Meeting
between Cambodia and Thailand
On 7™ August 2025, Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia

1. Ceasefire Arrangement

1. Both sides agree to a ceasefire involving all types of weapons, including attacks on civilians
and civilian objects and military objectives of either side, in all cases and all areas. Both
sides must avoid unprovoked firing towards the other side’s positions or troops. This
agreement must not be violated under any circumstances.

2. Both sides agree to maintain current troop deployments without further movement as it is
at the time ceasefire reached at 24:00 hours (local time) on 28 July 2025. There shall be no
troop movements including patrol towards the other side's position.

3. Both sides agree not to increase forces along the entire Cambodia-Thailand border. Any
reinforcement would heighten tensions and negatively affect long-term efforts to resolve
the situation.

4. Both sides agree not to undertake provocative actions that may escalate tensions. This
includes military activities to enter the other side's air space and territory or positions as of
ceasefire from 24:00 hours (local time) on 28 July 2025.

Both sides agree to refrain from constructing or enhancing any military infrastructure or
fortifications beyond their own side.

5. Both sides agree not to use any kind of forces against civilians and civilian objects in all
circumstances. Such actions would not only endanger communities in the border areas but
also violate international law and tarnish the global image of the non-compliant side.

6. Both sides agree to comply with international humanitarian law in the treatment of captured

soldiers, including their living conditions, shelter, food, and medical care in case of injury.

If one side wishes to bring in its own wounded soldiers or civilians who are not under the

control of the other side for medical treatment, the receiving side may determine its

response based on the capacity of its medical facilities, including available equipment,

personnel, or medical ethics, on a case-by-case basis. Captured soldiers shall be

immediately released and repatriated after the cessation of active hostilities in accordance

with Article 118 of the Third Geneva Convention of 1949 and Rule 128 (A) of the

0 International Humanitarian Law. Both sides agree to exchange information and

facilijate the'dignified and timely return of deceased individuals at an agreed location, in

full respect of humanitarian principles and jurisdiction without crossing the border, and

* ensure that appropriate measures are taken to identify and manage the dead under sanitary
and respectful conditions, thereby preventing the deceased from disappearing in death.

7. In the event of an armed conflict, whether intentional or unintentional, both sides must
prompily consult at the local level through existing bilateral mechanisms to prevent the
situation from escalating along the entire border. Prolonged conflict would endanger the

safety of civilians and soldiers on both sides and heighten tensions, thereby complicating
efforts toward a joint resolution.

8. In particular, both sides agree to:

8.1 Maintain regular communications between all army areas and military regions and units
along the border of both sides and strive to solve all issues peacefully and avoid clashes.

8.2 Convene the Regional Border Committee (RBC) Meeting within two weeks after the
Extraordinary GBC Meeting on 7 August 2025. The host will be determined in
accordance with the regular hosting rotation.

8.3 Maintain regular and direct lines of communication between Ministers and Chiefs of
Defense Forces level.

9. Both sides agree to refrain from disseminating false information or fake news in order to
de-escalate tensions, mitigate negative public sentiment, and foster an environment
conducive to peaceful dialogue.

I1. Mechanism for the Implementation of Ceasefire Arrangement

10. Both sides remain committed to implementing the common understanding reached at the
special meeting on 28 July 2025, including the ceasefire and formation of ASEAN
observer team led by Malaysia to verify and ensure its implementation.

11. Both sides agree to assign the respective RBCs to carry out the implementation of the
ceasefire coordinated and observed by ASEAN observer team led by Malaysia. The RBCs
will meet regularly and submit their reports to the GBC through their respective national
chains of command.

12. Pending the ASEAN observer team led by Malaysia as agreed upon by both sides in
Putrajaya on 28 July 2025, the Interim Observer Team (IOT) comprising Defence
Attaches of ASEAN Member States accredited to Thailand or Cambodia and led by the
Defence Attaches of Malaysia will be established separately and independently in each
country, Cambodia and Thailand, to observe, on each side, the implementations of the
ceasefire on a regular basis. The composition of each country's IOT is independently
invited by the host country in consultation with Malaysia. The IOT will operate without
crossing the border and will work in close coordination and consultation with the RBCs
and GBC of each country.

(at a venue to be discussed). Otherwise, an extraordinary GBC Meeting should be called
immediately with the same format as this Extraordinary GBC Meeting to discuss the
ceasefire.

1. On August 12, 2025, the Thai military conducted encroachment activities by laying barbed
wire, setting up nets, barricade, and placing vehicle tires at the area between Boundary Pillars
No. 46-47, located in Chouk Chey Village, O Bei Chorn Commune, O Chrov District,
Banteay Meanchey Province.

2. On August 13, 2025, the Thai military carried out similar activities by laying barbed wire,
setting up nets, barricade, and placing vehicle tires at the area between Boundary Pillars No.
42-43, located in Prey Chan Village, O Bei Chorn Commune, O Chrov District, Banteay
Meanchey Province.

3. On August 14,2025, the Thai military attempted to carry out similar encroachment activities,
including setting up barbed wire, nets, barricade, and placing vehicle tires at the area of
Boeung Trakuon Border Checkpoint, located in Banteay Mean Rith Village and Thnal
Bambaek Village, Kouk Romiet Commune, Thmor Puok District, Banteay Meanchey
Province. However, upon noticing the presence of the Cambodian population and military
forces, along with the Interim Observer Team (I0T) consisting of Military Attaché, the Thai
military decided to halt their activities and withdraw.

These unilateral encroachment activities by the Thai military by way of laying barbed wire, nets,
barricade, and vehicle tires at the aforementioned boundary segments, constitute grave and serious
violations of the spirit of the MOU 2000 and International Law, especially the mandate of the Joint
Commission on Demarcation for Land Boundary - JBC while undermining the efforts and negotiation
process between the two countries.

The Joint Commission on Demarcation for Land Boundary - JBC (Cambodian side) would like
to reiterate its protest against the Thai military's encroachment activities and demand the Thai side to
immediately cease and remove the barbed wire, nets, barricade, and vehicle tires, and to take any
appropriate measures to prevent further violations of similar nature along the border between the two
countries.
