Freedom of expression - January to December 2021 (Year Seven)

The Fundamental Freedoms Monitoring Project (FFMP)
systematically monitors the ability of Cambodians to exercise the
freedoms of association, expression, and assembly. This
dashboard presents the key findings on the freedom of
expression from the FFMP’s Seventh Annual Report. In 2022, the
FFMP recorded 129 incidents involving at least one restriction or
violation of the freedom of expression, with the majority of
incidents (67) occurring in Phnom Penh. 79 (61%) of these
incidents were impermissible and thus constituted violations
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under international human rights laws and standards.
