PM Says Cambodia Offers Ample Investment
Opportunities

Speaking at the first anniversary of the Cambodia
Confederation of Investors Association (CCIA) and the
2025 Solidarity Dinner at Koh Pich Convention and
Exhibition Centre in Phnom Penh, Mr Hun Manet
hoped that investors will continue to invest in
Cambodia and that those who have just come to seek
investment opportunities can choose to invest and
connect production chains between Cambodia and
other countries across the world. According to a report
from the Council for the Development of Cambodia
(CDC), in the first five months of 2025, a total of 290
investment projects were approved with a combined
investment capital of $4.2 billion. Compared to the
same period in 2024, this represents an increase of
137 projects, or about 90%, while investment capital
rose by over $1.4 billion, equivalent to approximately

Nimul Calls for More Korean Investment in Key
Sectors

Minister of Commerce Cham Nimul encouraged
Korean investors to invest and do more business,
especially in potential sectors such as modern
agriculture, food processing industry, automotive,
electronics, and digital technology. She also
emphasised the importance of taking maximum
advantage of the Cambodia-Korea Bilateral Free
Trade Agreement, the ASEAN-Korea Free Trade
Agreement, and the Regional Comprehensive
Economic Partnership Agreement of which both
countries are members, to help further promote the
growth of bilateral trade. Official figures showed that in
the first five months of 2025, trade between Cambodia
and Korea reached over $362 million, an increase of
11 percent compared to the same period last year.

Non-Garment Sector Marks Significant Growth

Cambodia is experiencing a notable and sustained
increase in the export of non-garment manufacturing
products, a strong indicator of the Kingdom’s
successful economic diversification strategy. The non-
garment manufacturing products include electronic
components, auto parts, bicycle, car tyres, leather,
plastic and other industrial products. Data from the
Ministry of Commerce showed that the exports of
electronic goods and parts amounted to $287 million
in the first five months of this year, up 2.4% over that
last year. The country’s export vehicle parts amounted
to $117 million, up 18.3%, bicycle $287 million, up
46.9%, electric cable and wire $232 million, up 83.6%,
and car tyre $560 million, up 81%. Export of solar
panels, however, saw a huge decrease of 99% to
$3.87 million from $412 million recorded in the same
period last year.

Vehicle Industry Exports Exceed $1 Billion, Growth
Driven by Tyre Manufacturing

As of 2024, investment in Cambodia’s automotive
sector reached approximately $746 million, while
exports exceeded $1.1 billion, the majority of which
came from tyre manufacturing. Sun Chanthol, first
vice-president of the Council for the Development of
Cambodia (CDC), highlighted this remarkable
progress during the Executive Committee overseeing
the implementation of the roadmap for the
development of Cambodia’s automotive and
electronics sectors. “Following the launch of the
roadmap, economic diversification has begun to bear
promising fruit. Notably, in 2024, Cambodia attracted
around $746 million in automotive investment, while
exports surged to around $1.14 billion, surpassing
targets initially set for 2027.

WTO Members Examine LDC Trade

WTO SPS Committee meeting, members agreed to
launch a two-year Transparency Working Group
starting November to improve SPS notifications,
comment tracking, and the ePing platform. A new SPS
mentoring system was also initiated to support
developing and LDC members, with a pilot phase
running from June 2025 to June 2026. Fifty-six specific
trade concerns (STCs) were discussed, including new
ones on coffee, peanuts, shrimp, and export listings.
The STDF shared updates and its 2024 Annual
Report, reflecting on two decades of work and
alignment with its 2025-2030 strategy.

US-China Trade Framework Agreed and Other
International Trade Stories to Know This Month

Members focused on trade priorities for least
developed countries (LDCs), reviewing proposals on
LDC graduation, accessions, and the future of the
Enhanced Integrated Framework (EIF). Members
shared experiences on green investment, climate
finance, and Aid for Trade, with Canada, Japan, China,
and Lao PDR highlighting support initiatives. A note on
special and differential treatment under the Agriculture
and TRIPS Agreements was discussed. The 2024
WTO Technical Assistance Report noted expanded
activities in customs valuation, academic outreach,
and WTO accessions, despite budget constraints.
Members agreed to strengthen trade-development
links and welcomed continued engagement. Source:

This Initiative Could Cut the Cost of Global Trade
By 25%

The Trade Worldwide Information Network (TWIN)
Foundation, launched in May 2025, aims to make
global trade digital, seamless, and inclusive. Built on
open-source distributed ledger technology, TWIN
enhances data sovereignty, transparency, and
interoperability, potentially cutting trade costs by up to
25% and unlocking $10 trillion in value. Initially piloted
in East Africa, TWIN reduced customs clearance times
and trade costs significantly. The platform supports
paperless trade, benefits small businesses, and
promotes environmental sustainability. Source:

The Strait of Hormuz: What Is It, And Why Does It
Matter to Global Trade?

The Strait of Hormuz, a 33km wide waterway between
Oman and lIran, is a vital global trade route through
which over a fifth of the world’s oil supply—around 20
million barrels daily—passes. It links the Gulf to the
Gulf of Oman and the Arabian Sea. Iran’s parliament
approved a measure to close the strait in response to
U.S. airstrikes on Iranian nuclear sites. Closing the
strait would spike global oil prices and harm
economies, especially China, which buys almost 90%
of Iran’s oil exports. While Iran risks economic self-
harm, it could use closure as retaliation. The U.S. Fifth
Fleet protects shipping in the area, and some tankers
have already turned back following recent tensions.

A Timeline of the US-China Tariff and Trade Spat
Since President Trump Took Office This Year

Feb 4: US imposes 10% tariffs on all Chinese imports
over opioids; China retaliates with tariffs on US coal,
LNG, and agricultural machinery. Mar 4: US adds 10%
more tariffs; China responds with up to 15% on US
farm goods and controls on US firms. Apr 2: Trump
announces 34% tariffs on all Chinese imports,
effective Apr 9. Apr 4-11: China counters with 34%
tariffs, WTO case, and rare earth curbs. US increases
tariffs to 145%; China raises to 125%. May 12: Both
sides agree in Geneva to reduce tariffs (US to 30%,
China to 10%). May 28-Jun 11: Tensions shift to
nontariff issues—visa restrictions, tech export curbs,
and rare earth trade negotiations. Source: AP

China Ready to Drop All Tariffs on African Imports

China has announced its readiness to drop all tariffs
on imports from the 53 African countries with which it
has diplomatic ties. The announcement came during a
China-Africa co-operation meeting, amid concerns that
Africa may face increased tariffs from the US. China
has been Africa’s largest trading partner for the past
15 years, with $170 billion in African exports to China
recorded in 2023. A joint ministerial statement from the
meeting criticised certain countries for disrupting the
international economic and trade order through the
unilateral imposition of tariffs. Source: BEC
